SOME POINTS TO REMEMBER AT A FEIS…
·  Toes out (all the way – remember the penguin)

·  Shoulders back

·  Arms (and elbows) straight

·  Point (show the silver)

·  Remember to practice going in to the first movement of your dance – it’s the first thing the adjudicator is going to see you do

·  Hit your butt – EVERY time

·  Toes down – heels up during the whole dance

·  Diamonds! Everywhere! Especially at the end

·  Bow when you are finished

·  Don’t add anything and don’t leave anything out

·  Just keep going – even if you make a mistake… Try and pick up where you are in the dance/music and keep going

·  Even if you fall over – get up and keep going!

·  Even if something falls off – your wig, cape, dress etc – keep going unless the adjudicator tells you to stop
